General Membership Meeting

May 26, 2005

President Shirley Mackey called the general membership meeting of the South Dakota Association of Assessing Officers to order May 26, 2005 at the Golden Hills Inn, Lead, SD at 4:00 PM during the 57th Annual SDAAO Conference.

Motion was made by Jeff Wilkes and the second from Rob Miller to approve the minutes from the May 27, 2004 General Meeting.  Motion approved.

Treasurer Russ Ronke distributed the treasurer’s report with a beginning balance of $22,163.53 on June 1, 2004 and an ending balance of $30,663.32 as of May 22, 2005.  Motion by Shannon Rittberger and the second from JoAnn Mazourek to accept the treasurer’s report.  Motion approved.

President Shirley Mackey then introduced the current SDAAO Officers.

Committee Reports

Legislative Committee: Joel Wendell announced that all the bills that affect our office are posted on the website.  He encouraged members to look on the website and to let committee members know if you have an opinion on upcoming legislation.  There will be a summer study on having additional classes of ag land.

Effective Efforts/Membership: Dick Raethz reported that some counties are still having trouble receiving email attachments from him.  He suggested that these counties contact their computer people to check the security level set on the anti-virus program. Resolutions & ByLaws: Jerry Seidel reported that they had no new resolutions or amendment to the ByLaws this year.

Education:  Joyce Dragseth announced the SDAAO Scholarship winners were Susan Burgee and Nicole Harrison.  Each received $500.  NCRAAO Scholarships could be given to six individuals in the amount of $300 each.  If they money is not used it will be put in the SDAAO Scholarship fund for next year.  Joel Wendell became certified to teach the USPAP course.  The Association would like to extend their congratulations to Joel and many positive comments were made at the USPAP class he taught in Sioux Falls.  The committee is looking at having another Excel class this summer.  Will probably be the same as last year for those who were unable to attend last year.

GIS:  Audrey Nelson reported that last year they were able to identify school districts on maps given to each county.  The committee is hoping to get a couple more layers identified this year, possibly the water and fire districts.
