Members of the Legislative Committee gave a report on the summer study on Ag land. There was mention of sub classes of Ag, land ownership, carrying capacity, hunting rights, severed interest and the need to define timber. 


Mary said that the Legislature is listening but we are not coming up with the answers. Also our concern is value and their concern is taxes. Kirk stated that theywant us to put something together for them as we work with Ag everyday. If we come up with suggestions they will be looked at. 


We need the 150 rule to go away and enable us to assess at market as the law states. There was a discussion about a planned 10 year phase in and it was agreed that it would not be acceptable to do something over that length of time. 


Michael commented to break the state into eastlwest with the west being valued using animal upits. Change the money part of the criteria for Ag to a gross and not a % of income. Joel talked about an annual income per acre break between real Ag and almost Ag. 


Joyce asked for other ideas and hearing none meeting was adjourned.
