WHEREAS, The South Dakota Association of Assessing Officers, Inc. (SDAAO) is an organization of assessing professionals in South Dakota who are desirous of promoting equalization of assessments and,

WHEREAS, It is generally agreed upon by the members of the SDAAO that at the present time and under the existing code, little or no equalization exists between some assessed values of different classes of property and even between values of the same class of property and,

WHEREAS, The Director is required to determine full and true value by appropriate consideration of all three approaches to value and,

WHEREAS, It is the goal of the Office of the Director of Equalization to assess all real property at full and true value and,

WHEREAS, It is more accurate if all arms-length transactions are used;

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, That the members of the South Dakota Association of Assessing Officers, Inc. do support and will support legislative efforts to enact legislation that will promote quality equalization and support full and true values for all counties in South Dakota.

SDAAO 2007-2
WHEREAS, The South Dakota Association of Assessing Officers, Inc. (SDAAO) is an organization of assessing professionals in South Dakota who are desirous of promoting equalization of assessments and,

WHEREAS, Under current South Dakota Statutes many arms-length transactions are no longer allowed in sales ratio analysis studies used to determine agricultural values for Ad Valorem Tax purposes and,

WHEREAS, The county Directors of Equalization are forced to use older sales needing adjustments for time and or sales “bridged” from other jurisdictions and,

WHEREAS, It is generally agreed upon by the members that the current rules being used for the purposes of adjusting sales for time and “bridging” are not workable and go against accepted industry and professional standards and practices:

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, That the members of the South Dakota Association of Assessing Officers, Inc. do ask the South Dakota Department of Revenue and Regulation through it’s Property and Special Taxes Division, to rewrite the rules for using older and bridged sales, with the assistance of the SDAAO, or to eliminate those rules altogether and allow the counties to use accepted industry and professional standards and practices with the assistance of the Department’s field persons in the Property and Special Taxes Division.

Discussion followed.  It was stated that the Board of Directors had passed suspending the rules to let this Resolution be acted upon by the general membership.

Motion by Deb Kahl, second by Kirk Chaffee against the passage of Resolution Number SDAAO 2007-2.

Further discussion held.  The request for the resolution had come from the education committee after several requests from general members regarding bridging rules.  Michael Kenyon, Dept. of Rev. & Reg. spoke against the Resolution, stating that parts of the Resolution would conflict with current State Statues.  Discussion then ensued regarding if a yes vote would be in favor of the resolution or in favor of the motion which was against passage of the Resolution.  A consensus was reached to do just a yes or nay vote for the passage of Resolution Number SDAAO 2007-2.
Resolution Number SDAAO 2007-2 failed on a show of hands, 34 yes and 43 against.

The Nomination Committee announced at this time that John Cole is the new SDAAO Treasurer.

Joel Wendell gave the Legislative Committee report.  Bills discussed were the competing bills of SB 173 and HB 1308 which had both failed to pass through legislation.  The legislative committee did not testify on these as there was no consensus within the committee of which to support.  Both will be looked at in the Property Tax Summer Study by State Legislators.
The Effective Efforts Committee report was given by Dick Raethz.  Communications going well.

The Education Committee report was given by Brenda Duncan.  The committee awarded two SDAAO scholarships to Susan Tschetter and Paul Ebsen.  Two USPAP 7-hour recertification classes will be held later this year, one east river and one west river.  Also no NCRAAO Scholarships were awarded as the Conference is in South Dakota this year.
The GIS Committee report was given by Joel Wendell.  There is a consortium of government and private sectors working to establish a statewide parcel layer and that they will be meeting in Pierre at a later date.

The Reappraisal Committee report was give by Russ Ronke.  He mentioned several projects by individual counties.

Bonnie Fosheim gave the CAA report, 15 people will receive pins tonight and 13 new people are enrolled in the certification program.
