OLD BUSINESS

NEW BUSINESS
President Markley informed the group that there would be no NCRAAO Scholarships for 2007 as the Conference is being held in South Dakota.
Treasurer Renee Buck distributed copies of the 2006 year-end financial report for SDAAO

Several questions had been brought to members of the Board about year-end audits.  It was the consensus that those should be addressed at the Sales Workshop.

LEGISLATION

Michael Kenyon informed us of a possible bill giving 100% fully disabled veterans up to a $100,000 exemption on their residence.
Consensus to take to stance on this bill.

Eli Whitney brought up the issue of using tax credits when using the income approach on subsidized apartments.  There remains at least one court case pending on that very issue.  There is a variety of opinions on using the tax credits and best to wait to see how the pending court case is resolved.
Michael Kenyon informed us of a possible bill that would require additional notice to the tax-payer if an individual property increases by 20% or more.

This is in response to Amendment D, and the draft worked on by Senator Napoli and Chamber of Commerce President David Owens.  After discussion, consensus to not outright oppose , but to follow this bill if introduced for possible amendments and to insure workability.

Discussion then proceeded to the 150% rule, along with NAZ.  Mr. Kenyon believes there will be a variety of bills introduced regarding those.  He also believes the opinion of legislature will be to do something with those this year.  What?, remains to be seen, but his opinion is that a productivity approach is an option being looked at.  There are other options out there, such as capping the other school funds or limiting increases in valuations which are only a few that might come up.

Consensus was to watch for bills introduced and to communicate about those.

Brief discussion about what is defined as ag was brought up, but after being defeated before, consensus was not to bring that up at this time.

Brief discussion about the requirement of platting anything under 20 acres.

Consensus was that the Planning and Zoning Organization be the lead on that.

Possible next meeting may be during County Days at the beginning of February.
